Allah had promised to those among you who believe
and do good works that He will surely make them
Successors in the earth, as He made Successors from
among those who were before them; and that He will
surely establish for them their religion which He has
chosen for them; and that He will surely give them in
exchange security and peace after their fear: They will
worship Me, and they will not associate anything with
Me. Then who so is ungrateful after that, they will be
the rebellious. (Surah Al-Nus; Verse 56)

Commentary

The present verse embodies a promise that Muslims
will be vouchsafed both spiritual and temporal
leadership. The promise is made to the whole Muslim
nation but the institution of Khilafat will take a
palpable form in the person of certain individuals who
be the Prophet's the
representatives of the whole nation. They will be, as it
were, Khilafat personified. The verse further says that

will Successors and

the fulfilment of this promise will depend on the
Muslims observing the Prayer and giving the Zakat
and on their obeying the Messenger of God in all
religious and temporal matters concerning the nation.
When they will have fulfilled these conditions, the
boon of Khilafat will be bestowed upon them and they
will be made the leaders of nations; their state of fear
will give place to a condition of safety and security,
Islam will reign supreme in the world, and above all
the Oneness and Unity of God - the real purpose and
object of Islam - will become firmly established.

The promise of the establishment of Khilafat is clear
and unmistakable. As the Holy Prophet is now
humanity's sole guide for all time, his Khilafat must
continue to exist in one form or another in the world
till the end of time, all other Khilafahs having ceased
to exist. This is among many others the Holy
Prophet's distinct superiority over all other Prophets
and Messengers of God. Our age has witnessed his
greatest spiritual Khalifa in the person  of Ahmad,
the Promised Messiah.

The Qur'an has mentioned three kinds of Khalifas

Khalifas, who
Prophets
such as Adam and
David. About Adam, God says in
the Qur'an: "l am about to place a vicegerent

in the earth" (2:31); and about David He says: "O

David, We have made thee a vicegerent in the earth"

(38:27).

are

Prophets who are the Khalifas of another and a
greater Prophet such as the Isrealite Prophets who all
were the Khalifas of Moses. About them the Qur'an
says: "We have sent down the Torah wherein was
guidance and light. By it did the Prophets who were
obedient to Us judge for the Jews:" (56:45).

Non-Prophet Khalifas of a Prophet, with or without
temporal powers, such as godly people learned in the
Law. Their mission is to protect and preserve the law

from being tampered with (6:45).

Brieﬂy, the verse under comment covers all these
categories of Khalifas, viz., the Holy Prophet's rightly-
guided Khalifas, the Promised Messiah, his
Successors and the spiritual Reformers or Mujaddids.
Their mission, as the above verse says, is to protect
the Law and to bring back "the erring flock into the
Master's fold."

The special marks and characteristics of these

Khalifas are:
They are appointed Khalifas through God's own

decree in the sense that the hearts of believers become
inclined towards them and they voluntarily accept
them as their Khalifas; the religion which their mission
is to serve becomes firmly established through their
prayers and missionary efforts; they enjoy equanimity
and peace of mind amidst hardships, privations or
persecution which nothing can disturb; and they
worship God alone, 1.e. in the discharge of their great
responsibilities they fear no one and they carry on
their duties undaunted and without being discouraged
or dismayed by the difficulties that stand in their way

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There is a clear prophecy of the Holy Prophet
(saw) regarding the establishment of Khilafat
among Muslims. The Hadith quoted below clearly
articulates the events of Islamic history in nutshell.
This Tradition has been reported by Hazrat
No'man Bin Bashir Bin Huzaifah (ra) and
recorded by Imam Ahmad Bin Hanbal and Bay-ha-
qi, as well as by Mishkaat in Bab-ul-Fitn. Its

translation is as follows:

“Nabuwat (Prophethood) shall remain among you
as long as God shall will. Then God will lift it. Then
there will be ‘Khilafat Ala Minha-jin-Nabuwut’
(Khilfat on the precepts, path or pattern of
Prophethood), which shall remain among you, as
long as Allah shall will. Then there shall be ‘Mulkan
Aadhan’ (biting, cruel) kingship, which shall
remain as long as God shall will. Then there will be
‘Mulkan Jabariyyah’ (domineering rule, by others,
by absolute force and power), which will remain as
long as Allah shall will. Then the ‘Khilafat Ala
Minha-Jin-Nabuwat’ (Khilafat on the path, pattern
and precepts of Prophethood) shall appear again.
Then the Holy Prophet became silent (Summa
sakata).”

The events mentioned in the above Hadith truly
appeared later in Islam and history is a witness to
its truthfulness that it was revealed to the Holy
Prophet by All-knowing God Almighty. The
Nabuwat was followed by first era of Khilafat-i-
Rashida of Hadhrat Abu Bakr, Hadhrat Umar
Hadhrat Usman and Hadhrat Al for a total period
29 years.

After that there was the period of nominal Khilafat
by the various houses of Quresh. The Khilafat was
seated in different countries, such as Damascus,
Baghdad and Cairo. Khilafat of Banu Umayya was
started by Hadhrat Amir Muaviya in Damascus in
661 AD and continued till 749. Khilafat of Banu
Abbas in Baghdad was the first Abbaside Khalifat.
Abbaside Khilafat was also established in Egypt
and they also had Fatmi Khilafat. This perid is

marred with internal rifts and conspiracies. This era
was followed by Mulkan Jabariyya or nominal
Khilafat of non-Qureshis who acquired from
Quresh coercively. This a period of Coercive and
domineering kingship.

Ahmadis believe in the perpetuity of Khilafat, in
fulfilment of the prophecy contained in the Hadith
of No’'man Bin Bashir Bin Huzaifah, stated above.
The point to note is that the Holy Prophet
mentioned all the phases of his Khilafat, the last of
which was ‘Khilafat- Ala- Minha-Jin-Nabuwat’ i.e.
a type of khilafat that is on the pattern Khilafat that
proceeds after the death of a Prophet. The Hadith
says about the Holy Prophet ‘Thumma sakata’
(then he became quiet). Had there been any type or
phase of Khilafat still to come, after “The Khilafat
on the pattern of prophethood’ (i.e. the Khilafat of
Masih-e-Maud), the Holy Prophet, who was the
Last Independent, Law-bearing Prophet, must
have mentioned that too.

We believe that the Khilafat of the Promised
Messiah will continue for ever, because it is Allah’s
Decree mentioned by the Promised Messiah. He
prophesied:

“And that second manifestation cannot come except
after I am gone. But when I go away, Allah shall
send the second manifestation for you, and it shall
stay with you always, as has gone Allah’s promise in
Braheen-i-Ahmadiyyah, a promise which is not for
me personally, but for you. For, has not Allah said,
that to my followers He would vouchsafe power

and dominance?” (“The Will")
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Writings of the

Promised Messiah

“It has been the Divine way since the beginning that
He helps His Prophets and Messengers and makes
them supreme as He has said: 'Allah has decreed:
Most surely, it is I who will prevail, I and My

(68:22). This that the
Messengers and Prophets desire that God's will

Messengers' means
may be established on the earth and no one should
be able to resist it.

Therefore, God Almighty makes their truth
manifest through powerful signs. He causes the
seed of that truth to be sown by their hands but
does not bring about its full growth through them.
He causes them to die at a time which 1s attended
with the apparent fear of failure, and thus provides
an opportunity for their opponents to mock at them,
and deride them. After this manifestation on their
part, He exhibits His power once more and brings
into operation such means through which those
purposes that had been left somewhat incomplete
are fully achieved.

In short He manifests His power in two ways; first
through His prophets, and secondly, at a time when
on the death of a prophet difficulties arise and his
enemies rise up in opposition and imagine that his
mission would now fail and his Community would
be destroyed, and the members of the Community
become a prey to anxiety and are assailed by
despair, and some unfortunate ones begin to think
of resiling, then God Almighty manifests His power
once more and rallies the Community and saves it
from disintegration.

He who remains steadfast throughout witnesses this
miracle as happened at the time of the death of the
Holy Prophet, peace be on him, when his
Companions were overwhelmed by grief and many
of the desert Arabs resiled from Islam. At that time
God Almighty manifested His power a second time
and by establishing Hadhrat Abu Bakr Siddiq as
the Successor of the Holy Prophet, peace be on
him, saved Islam from ruin and thus fulfilled His
promise: "Allah has promised those among you who
believe and act righteously that He will surely make
them Successors in the earth, as He made those
Successors who were before them; that He wall

surely establish for
them their religion
which He has chosen
for them; and that after
their state of fear He
will grant them peace and security " (24:56). ...

Thus, my dear ones, as this has been the way of
Allah from the beginning that He manifests His
power in two ways so as to wipe out the false joy of
the opponents, it is not possible that in this case God
Almighty would depart from His established way.
Therefore, do not be grieved by that which I have
told you and let not your hearts suffer anxiety, for
it 1s necessary for you to see the second
manifestation of Divine power. Its’ coming is better
for you for it is permanent and will not be cut off

till the Day of Judgment.

This second manifestation will not happen till after
my departure, but when I depart God will send this
second manifestation to you and it will remain with
you for ever, according to the Divine promise which
is mentioned in Braheen Ahmadiyya. That promise
has not reference to me but refers to you. God
Almighty has said that He would make my
Community supreme over the others till the Day of
Judgment. Therefore, it is necessary that you
should encounter the day of separation from me, so
that it should be succeeded by the day of eternal
promise. Though these are the last days of the world
and are the days of great calamities, yet it is

necessary that the world should continue till all that
God has intimated is fulfilled.

I have appeared as a Divine manifestation of power
and I personify God's power. After me there will be
other personages who will be the second
manifestations of His Power. So you should occupy
yourselves with supplication pending the second
manifestation of Divine power. All the righteous in
each country should supplicate that the second
manifestation of Divine power should descend from
heaven and demonstrate to you how powerful your
God is. Remind yourselves that the time of death is
near and no one knows when it might overtake him.

At the completion of the hundred years of the Ahmadiyya Khilafat.

My Dear Members of the Jama‘at,
Assalamu Alaikum Wa Rahmatullahi Wa Barakatuhu.

Today [the 27th May, 2008], one hundred years of Khilafat-i-Ahmadiyya have come to their completion.
This day draws our thoughts to the history of the Ahmadiyya Muslim Jama‘at, spread over a period of
more than one hundred years, as well as of the time when according to the prophesy of the Holy Prophet
(peace and blessings of Allah be on him), a chosen servant of Allah, by His command, made the
announcement on March 1889 about the foundation of this Holy Community. The objectives of his
mission and that of the establishment of the Jama‘at were to establish the relationship between God and
man, to teach mankind to submit to one God, to strive for establishing Tauhid (Unity of God) in the
world and having united all the nations of the world into one Ummah (nation), gather the whole mankind
under the banner of the Holy Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be on him) and to draw the attention
of mankind to recognizing and respecting the mutual rights of man.

The person whom God, having bestowed on him the titles of the Imam, the Messiah and the Mahdi, had
sent to the world, successfully carried out his mission with the support and help of Allah for almost
nineteen years —since the foundation of the Jama'at and the first Bai‘at in 1889 until 1908 when he
passed away—in spite of all kinds of opposition and unfavourable circumstances with such
expeditiousness that every adversary who opposed this Champion of Allah suffered ignominy and
disgrace. According to the laws of Allah, everyone who comes to this world has at last to leave it—and
that person, the chosen servant of Allah and the true lover of the Holy Prophet (peace and blessings of
Allah be on him), always remained, in accordance with the Sunnah of his Master (peace and blessings
of Allah be on him), eager to meet his most Exalted Friend.

Almighty Allah who had sent this servant of His as Imam Akhiruzzman [the Promised Imam of the latter
days], while indicating to him that the time of his death was approaching, consoled him by assuring him
that though his end was near, yet [He would not let his mission remain unfulfilled], because in accordance
with His proclamation He had Himself raised him as the Imam of the latter days. So my dear one, O you
who are extremely anxious for the establishment of My Tauhid (Unity) in the world and the sovereignty
of My beloved Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be on him), do not worry about how your mission
will be fulfilled after your death. Remember that according to the prophecy of the Holy Prophet (peace
and blessings of Allah be on him), which is endorsed by Me, Khilafat in the footsteps of Prophethood will
be established and will last till the end of the world. Thus after you pass away, it is this very Institution
of Khilafat by means of which I shall once again initiate the plan for the establishment and stability of
My last Shari‘ah in the world. Thus, after this reassurance by Almighty Allah, the Promised Messiah

(peace be on him), addressing the Jama‘at, wrote:

“This is the Way of God. And since He created man on the earth, He has always been demonstrating this
Way by helping His Prophets and Messengers and granting them predominance, as He says: kataballahu
la aghlibanna anaa wa rusult [68:22], that is, God has ordained that He and His Prophets shall prevail.
And by predominance is meant that, as Messengers and Prophets desire that God’s Hujjat (that 1s, His
Will) is enforced on earth and no one is able to oppose it, so in turn God with His powerful signs brings

to light their [of Prophets] Truth as well as the Truth which they [the Prophets] wish to propagate in the
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world and He lets them sow its seed with their own hands. However, He does not let it come to full
fruition at their hands. Rather He causes them to die at such time as apparently forebodes a kind of
failure and thereby He provides an opportunity for the opponents to laugh at, ridicule, taunt, and
reproach the Prophets. And when they have done all they could do in the way of ridicule and reproach,
then He reveals a Second Hand of His Power and creates such means by which the objectives which had
to some extent remained incomplete are fully realized. Thus He manifests two kinds of Powers. (1) First
He shows the Hand of His Power at the hands of His Prophets themselves. (2) Second, at the time when,
after the death of a Prophet, believers face difficulties and problems and the enemy gains force and thinks
that now all is lost [as far as the mission of the Prophet is concerned], and is convinced that it is the time
when the community [of the followers of a Prophet] will be wiped off the face of the earth, and even
members of the community start dithering and plunge into despair, feeling so helpless, and a few of them
who are unfortunate resort to apostasy, then God, for the second time, shows His Mighty Power and
supports and takes care of the community which was about to fall.

Thus a person, who remains steadfast till the end, sees this miracle of God. As it happened at the time of
Hadrat Abu Bakr Siddiq (may Allah be pleased with him) when the death of the Holy Prophet (peace

and blessings of Allah be on him) was considered untimely and many ignorant Bedouins turned apostate.

The companions (may Allah be pleased with them) of the Holy Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah
be on him), too, stricken with grief, became like those who lose their senses. Then Allah raised Abu Bakr
Siddiq (may Allah be pleased with him) and showed for the second time the manifestation of His Power
and thus Islam, which was about to fall, was supported by Him and He fulfilled this promise of His
which was given [in the verse]: wa lay umakkin a n nalabum dinabumulladhbirtada lahum wa layubaddilannabum
minba ol khaufthim amna [24:56], that is, after the fear we shall firmly re-establish them.” (Risala Al-
Wasiyyat, Ruhani Khaza'in, Vol. 20, pp. 304, 305)

Again, he wrote; “So dear friends! since it is the Sunnatullah (the way of Allah), from times immemorial,
that God Almighty shows two Manifestations so that two false joys of the opponents be put to an end, it
is not possible now that God should relinquish His old-established Sunnat (practice). So do not be grieved
on what I have said to you; and nor your hearts should be distressed. For it is essential for you to see the
second Manifestation, too, and its coming is better for you because it is everlasting, the continuity of
which will not end till the Day of Judgment. And that second Manifestation cannot come unless I depart.
But when I depart, then God will send this second Manifestation for you, which shall always remain
with you as it is promised by God in Barahin-i- Ahmadiyya. And this promise is not for my person.
Rather the promise is with reference to you, as God says: ‘I shall make this Jama‘at who are your
followers, prevail over all others till the Day of Judgment.” Thus it is inevitable that you see the day of
my departure, so that after that day the day comes, which is the day of everlasting promise. Our God is
He Who keeps His promise and is Faithful and He is the Truthful God. He shall show you all that He
has promised. Though these days are the last days of this world and there are many a disaster waiting to
happen, yet it is necessary that this world continues to exist until all those things about which God has
prophesied come to pass. I came from God as Manifestation of His Power and I am the embodiment of
God’s Power. And after I am gone there will be some other persons who will be the Manifestation of the
second Power [of God]. So, while waiting for the second Manifestation of His Power, you all together
keep yourselves busy praying.” (Rwala Al-Wasiyyat, Rubani Khazain, Vol. 20, pp. 505, 506)

At last, as he (the Promised Messiah, peace be on him) had said, the time came when he passed away to
rest in the Presence of Almighty Allah and the heart of each and every Ahmadi was filled with fear and
grief. However, because of the prayers of the believers, the earth and the heaven once again witnessed
the fulfillment of the promise Wa layubaddilannabum minba'di kbhaufthim amna (And that He will surely
give them in exchange security and peace after their fear, (Chapter 24, Verse 56), as it had been witnessed
many times earlier. The great revolution that he (the Promised Messiah, peace be on him) had brought
about with his advent was willed by Almighty Allah to continue and be sustained through the great
Institution of Khilafat.

At the death of the Promised Messiah (peace be on him), Maulana Abul-Kalam Azad wrote in the paper Wakil:

“That man, a very great man whose pen was magic and speech enchanting, the man who was the
embodiment of the marvels of the mind —whose glance would cast a spell and whose voice was the clarion
call of resurrection; one whose fingers were entangled with the live wires of revolution and whose fists
were two charged batteries of electricity, the man who, for thirty years, caused an earthquake and storm
in the world of religion; who sounded like the trumpet of doom and continued to awaken those who were
deep in the slumber of mortal existence... The death of Mirza Ghulam Ahmad Sahib Qadiani is not
something from which one may not draw any lesson and consign it to the passage of time, and be content.
The persons who bring about revolutions in the religious and intellectual world do not always appear.
These great ‘sons’ of history, the pride of mankind, very rarely visit this world, and when they do so they
depart from it only after having brought about a revolution in it.”

(Wakd, Amritsar, Tarikh-i-Abmadiyyat, Vol. 2, p. 560)

Thus, Almighty Allah, having made non- Ahmadis confess about this revolution with their tongues and
pens, showed that he (the Promised Messiah, peace be on him) had the special support and help of Allah.
But they did not realize that the Being who has extraordinary powers and works wonders and is the
Almighty had promised that He would, through the bounty of Khilafat, continue the revolution brought
about by the one who had the support and help of Allah. And the whole world witnessed the truth of this
at the time of the election of Khilafat when Hadrat Maulana Nuruddin (may Allah be pleased with him)
was elected as Khalifatul-Masih L. In spite of the fact that the opponents of the Promised Messiah (peace
be on him) were witnessing an organized and well-knit community founded by the Promised Messiah
(peace be on him) and in spite of the fact that they had witnessed the scene of the establishment of
Khilafat, they tried, by an organized effort to put an end to the Jama‘at—the Jama‘at which was
established by God Almighty Himself and about which He had promised, “Udbkur ni'matt. Gharastu laka
biyadi rabhmatt wa qudratt.” Call to mind My bounty. I have planted for you (the tree of) My Mercy and
My Power with My own Hand. (Zadbkirah, p. 428)

Thus, in accordance with this promise, they were defeated in their plan like always, even though they
went so far in the ferocity of their enmity and opposition that one paper wrote:

“If anyone asks us, then we are ready to truly say that if it is at all possible for Muslims, they should
throw the books of Mirza not into the oceans, but into a burning furnace. They should not end the matter
here, but see to it that in the future no Muslim or non-Muslim historian mentions his name in the history

of India or that of Islam.” (Wakil, Amritsar, June 3, 1908, Tarikh-i- Ahmadiyyat, Vol. 3, pp. 205, 206)

But today the history of Ahmadiyyat bears witness to the fact—and the whole world knows it —that no
one remembers the erstwhile opponents of Ahmadiyyat. Yet by the blessing of Khilafat, Ahmadiyyat is
flourishing in the world and millions of people devotedly profess Ahmadiyyat, or the true Islam. The
enemies of Ahmadiyyat crossed the limits of their absurd talk so much so that one paper, Curzon Gazette,

wrote the following to which Hadrat Khalifatul-Masih I (may Allah be pleased with him) referred in his
first speech of Jalsa Salana:

“Now nothing is left in Mirza'ees. Their head has been cut off. One man who has been elected as their
Imam is not capable of doing anything except that he would teach you (the Ahmadis) the Quran in a
mosque.” (Zarikh-i-Abmadiyyat, Vol. 3, p. 221)

Remarking on this, Hadrat Khalifatul- Masih I (may Allah be pleased with him) said: ‘Subhanallah
(Glory belongs to Allah), this is the most important task and has priority over all. May Allah grant me
the opportunity to carry it out.” Unfortunately, some prominent members of the Jama'at, too, did not
appreciate the status of the office of Khilafat. Conspiracies continued to be hatched. But the tree planted
by the hand of God continued to grow. According to the promise made by God to the Promised Messiah
(peace be on him), the community, comprising small and devoted followers of the Promised Messiah
(peace be on him), went on increasing and no effort to inflict loss on the Jama‘at could succeed. When
the time of the second Khilafat came, some prominent members of the Anjuman (Governing Body) openly
and resolutely opposed the Institution of Khilafat.

But all such prominent people, overconfident and full of conceit as they were regarding their so-called
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knowledge, experienced and education, could not match a young man of 25 years of age. Indeed such was
his exalted station that no one could equal or surpass him with respect to his organizing the Jama‘at, the
organized expansion of its missionary work (Tabligh) by him, his moral and spiritual upbringing
(Tarbiyat) of the Jama‘at and the knowledge and deep insight of the Holy Quran he possessed. Many a
time the Jama‘at had to face great suffering and severe opposition, yet, with the blessing of Khilafat, it
continued to successfuﬂy move forward. A close look at the ﬁfty years of the Khilafat of Hadrat Khalifatul
-Masih I (may Allah be pleased with him) shows how remarkable and crowning were the achievements

of this son of the Champion of Allah, the Promised Messiah (peace be on him).
After the death of Hadrat Muslih Mau‘ad (may Allah be pleased with him) the world of Ahmadiyyat was

once again plunged into fear, but Allah, according to His promise, having replaced that fear with security
and peace within a few hours, bestowed on the Jama‘at the bright moon of the third manifestation of the
Qudrat-i-Thaniyah (Second Manifestation, that is, Khilafat). In spite of the opposition of the then
governments and in spite of the organized and united efforts of all Muslim sects (before and after the
passing of a cruel law against Ahmadis [in Pakistan]) the caravan of Ahmadiyyat continued to advance,
crossing the ever new landmarks of progress, one after the other, giving the message of love to the world,
serving the poor of the impoverished nations, conveying to them the message of the Arab Prophet (peace

and blessings of Allah be on him) and gathering them under his banner.
Then the time came when according to the Divine decree Hadrat Khalifatul-Masih 111 (may Allah’s

mercy be on him), too, departed from this world to meet his Creator. Once again internal and external
disorders and mischief arose. But, in accordance with the Divine Promise, the Ahmadiyya Muslim
Jama'at was consolidated and strengthened through Khilafat-i-Rabi‘ah (the fourth succession) and every
mischief petered out of existence. Allah, the Almighty, destroyed those who put constraints on the Jama‘at
under the provision of a cruel law and who claimed that they would once for all root out ‘the cancer of
Ahmadiyyat.” Because of this law, which had been passed by the government of Pakistan, the Khalifa of
the time had to migrate. But this migration opened new vistas for the progress of Ahmadiyyat. Once
again we saw the fulfilment of the promise made in gharastu laka biyadr... Avenues for the missionary
work of the Jama‘at were opened which had once looked like a remote possibility. During the time of the
fourth Khilafat, Allah, through MTA (Muslim Television Ahmadiyya), fulfilled His promise to the
Promised Messiah (peace be on him) that [Urdu] meii tert tabligh ko zamin ke kinarori tak pubiichaort ga, “1
shall carry your message to the ends of the world,” confounding the reason of man. If we look at our
limited means and the way in which this channel began, then the words of Tasbih (Glorification) and
Tahmid (Praise) of Almighty Allah naturally flow from our — believers’—lips. Today, this channel has,
from east to west, from north to south, silenced every opponent of Ahmadiyyat. Thus God revealed,
through the MTA the voice of the man spreading the message of Truth to the homes of those who had
wished to totally incapacitate the Khalifa of the time. Today, through it, the spiritual food (Ma’'idah) of
the ‘Ilm-1-Kalam of the Promised Messiah (peace be on him) (that is, his teachings, his knowledge and
his arguments in support of the truth of Islam and for the refutation of the tenets of other faiths and
creeds) as well as that of the last Shari‘ah of God Almighty — the Noble Quran —has reached every
home with the grace of Allah.

In accordance with the law mentioned in the verse kullu man ‘alacha fan [ All that is on it (earth) will pass
away, Chapter 55, Verse 27| Hadrat Khalifatul-Masih IV (may Allah’s mercy be on him) passed away.
And at the time of his death, the whole world witnessed that the eyes of the MTA cameras relayed a
scene through satellite to every home around the world. The scene was amazing both for Ahmadis and
non-Ahmadis. Ahmadis rejoiced that Almighty God had replaced their fear with security and peace, and
others wondered at how those people and that Jama'at, which they had been trying to destroy for
hundred years, had continued to prosper and progress. One opponent openly admitted, “I do not believe
you to be in the right. But after having seen this, I have to confess that God by His actions has testified
that He 1s with you.”

I am a humble person and am not very knowledgeable, yet, Allah the Almighty has united at my hand
the whole Jama‘at. Every day, the relationship between me and the community grows stronger and
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stronger. The world thought that perhaps I would not be able to look after the Jama‘at and that they
would see the end of it [the Jama'at] for which they had been waiting for the last 100 years. But they
forgot that this tree has been planted by God Almighty. No human being is responsible for planting it and
making it flourish. Rather whatever is happening is happening because of the Divine promises and
support. And Almighty Allah is fulfilling the promise made to the Promised Messiah (peace be on him)
in the revelation “I am with you and with those whom you love.” Thus, this is the Divine decree. This is
the promise made by the very God Who does not make false promises —the promise that those dear ones
of the Promised Messiah (peace be on him) who, in accordance with his injunction, have embraced the
second Manifestation of the power of Allah, it is they who will gain supremacy over the world because

God is with them. God is with us.

Today, 100 years of this second Manifestation of Allah’s Power (Khilafat) have come to their completion.
And every day we experience the fulfilment of the above mentioned promise made by Allah to the
Promised Messiah (peace be on him) with a renewed glory, as I have mentioned above in the short
historical account of the Jama‘at. Thus, it is the obligation of each and every Ahmadi that they by
remaining attached to the second Manifestation of Allah should strive, mustering all his and her capacities,
to fulfil the mission of the Promised Messiah (peace be on him). Today, we have to bring all of Christianity
under the banner of the Holy Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be on him); we also have to bring
the Jews under his banner and we have to bring all the Hindus and the followers of other religions, too,
under his banner. We have also to unite all the Muslims of the world through attachment to the Khilafat-
i- Ahmadiyya at the hand of the Promised Messiah and Mahdi (peace be on him). Ahmadis! who live in
all parts of the world or in any country, hold fast to this fundamental objective which I have just
mentioned above and fulfil the task which the Imam-uz-Zaman [the Promised Imam of the time], the

Messiah and the Mahdi has entrusted to you by the command of Allah.

He (the Promised Messsiah (peace be on him), by stating that ‘this promise is about you,” has placed on
us this great responsibility. And promises are fulfilled only when the conditions which are attached to
them are observed.

Believers of the Masih-i-Muhammadi [The Messiah of Muhammad (peace and blessings of Allah be on
him)]! dear ones of the Promised Messiah (peace be on him) and the flourishing branches of the tree of
his being! rise up. Be ready to make any sacrifice required for the further strengthening of Khilafat-i-
Ahmadiyya so that, by holding fast to the rope of Allah, you may spread, to the ends of the world, the
message of the Holy Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be on him), the Master and Muta’“ (the obeyed
one) of the Promised Messiah (peace be on him) with which Allah sent the Messiah of Muhammad
(peace and blessings of Allah be on him).

Also convey the message to each and every person in the world that his or her survival depends on
establishing a true relationship with the One and only God and that the peace of the world depends on
joining the Jama'‘at of the Mahdi and the Messiah because today he alone is the standard bearer of the
true Islamic teachings regarding peace and security, the example of which is not found on the surface of
the earth. Today to fulfil the mission of the Messiah of Muhammad (peace and blessings of Allah be on
him) and to be united in faith in the Unity of God can only be achieved by remaining attached to Khilafat-
1-Ahmadiyya. It is this by which men of God will bring about a spiritual revolution in the world.

May Allah enable each Ahmadi to convey with firm faith this beautiful Truth to every individual in the
world.

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ANSWER TO AN IMPORTANT QUESTION:
IMPORTANCE OF KHILAFAT

HAZRAT MIRZA TAHIR AHMAD, KHALIFATUL MASIH IV (ra)

QUESTION: IN THIS AGE, THE WORLD, ESPECIALLY THE MUSLIM WORLD DIRELY

NEEDS THE INSTITUTION OF KHILAFAT. WHATS IS IT IMPORTANCE?

Answer: The Muslims who should have been
united and be in harmony, are divided in countless
sects and divisions. It is not only in religious field
but in politics too. When there is schism, they can
achieve nothing in the world, which a united and
harmonious people can do. By discord and
disharmony the power of the Muslim world has not
only disintegrated, but also they are using this
broken strength against one another. When such

are the conditions, the aggregate will be below zero.

The groups may be very powerful, but if they will
oppose and counteract each other in minor and
major issues and remain busy in fighting, their
power will be scattered and strength broken.

This is happening in every Muslim country.
Unfortunately, it is being named as Jihad. What
will they gain from all this? What resources will
remain for their own nation building, defence of
Islam or fighting the enemy? Therefore, it is
incumbent that Muslims should unite on the hand
of one Imam. There should be one Imam of the
Muslims of the whole world. But without Khilafat,
it is just impossible. Khilafat is the successor after
the prophet in the form of a person who is
representing the deceased prophet and Khalifa is
the vicegerent and his subordinate. He is the

central authority. This is the basic principle of
Khilafat.

Muslims do understand its need as well as
importance. This need was felt after the sad demise
of the Holy Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah

be on him) also. In Islam this is quite clear like

broad daylight and is a part of Islamic teaching that
without unity and harmony you cannot rightly
work on the teachings of Islam. When you go to the
mosque for Namaz five times a day, there must be
an Imam. Standing behind an Imam is a
demonstration of unity among people. That is why
the Holy Quran especially emphasizes the need of
congregational prayer. Imam is given so much
importance that if the Imam falters, the entire
congregation must follow his mistake even if they
know that a mistake has been committed. What
better instance can be presented for the need of an
Imam and unity in his following? If Imam is
mandatory in a small mosque, then how can the
whole of Muslims Ummah survive without an

Imam.

As far as the Ummah is concerned, there is
commandment in the Holy Quran to turn their
faces towards Qiblah. For the Muslims throughout
the world, there is one and only one Qiblah. You
may go anywhere in the world, the Qiblah remains
the same. This is a pointer that it is incumbent for
the Muslim Ummah that they should be united
under one Imam. Had this not been the sole
purpose, there would have been no Khilafat at all
because the spiritual condition of Muslims in the
days of the Holy Prophet was a thousand times
better than the Muslims of today. If they need to
follow an Imam, how can we live without an Imam
today when the condition of Muslims is crying for
it. This is the answer why Khilafat is needed.

The issue is that once Khilafat is terminated, then it




is not within the power of the people to introduce
it again themselves. This is a dilemma, which the
Muslim world is facing today. Khilafat starts after
the passing away of the prophet and if
unfortunately, once it is destroyed, it is impossible
that it restarts without a prophet. As far as
Muslims are concerned, they are victims of dual
issues. According to a large number of Muslims,
the chain of Khilafat ended with the Khilafat of
Hazrat Ali. After him, there was no Khiafat-e-
Rashida. It was monarchy in the name of Khilafat
and majority of Muslims agree that Khilafat-e-
Rashida ended after Hazrat Ali. So how can you
start this Khilafat once again?

As far as Shia Imams are concerned, there is no
problem for them because majority of them
believes that Imamate continued till the twelfth
Imam. Some believe it up to the sixth Imam. Some
think that it is continuing till today. But majority of
Muslims deprived of the blessings of Khilafat.
Even if we accept the continuity of Imamate till
today, they are unable to unite the whole Ummah
on one hand. We are discussing the issue of uniting
the whole Ummah on one hand and it cannot be
achieved by partial or regional Khilafat. It can be
achieved only by universal or global Khilafat,

which will unite the whole Ummabh.

Muslims believe that no prophet, of whatever
category, can come now. This means that the single
avenue to open the way of Khilafat has been

barred. This is the big issue, which the Muslim
Ummabh is facing today.

The non-Ahmadi Ulema present the only solution
of this problem and say that they also believe in the
coming of a prophet. No doubt, he will be an old
prophet, but they say that when he will come, he
will be a prophet. Thus the lost Islamic Khilafat
will once again be revived by Jesus Christ of
Nazareth when he will descend with his old form
and body. But the problem is that fourteen
hundred years have passed, and there is no trace of
second coming of that Jesus. There is no sign
visible of his descent. World conditions have
totally changed. Muslims have passed and are still
passing through their worst phase of decline. But

no Jesus has descended from the sky so far.

Now, the majority of Muslims are so much
frustrated that they say that he has died or is living
they are least interested. The scholars of Al-Azhar
University have repeatedly expressed their well
thought and considered opinion that according to
the Holy Quran, Jesus Christ has died and his
second advent is absolutely impossible. It may be
in their fancies, but practically, they have
completely closed this door.

No one will ever descend from skies, and this is the
big and difficult problem, which the Muslim world
is facing today. With this they have not only
destroyed the most important institution like
Khilafat but they have also blocked the entrance
of the beginning of Khilafat.

Continuation of Dars-Ul-Quran

The verse may also be regarded as embodying a
prophecy which was made at a time when Islam
was very weak and idols were being worshipped
throughout Arabia and the Muslims being small
in number feared for their very lives, and yet in the
course of only a generation the prophecy was
literally fulfilled. Idolatry disappeared from Arabia
and Islam became firmly established not only in
Arabia but also reigned supreme in the whole
world and the followers of the Holy Prophet,
erstwhile regarded as the dregs and scum of
humanity, became the leaders and teachers of

nations.

The words, "Whosoever is ungrateful after that,
they will be the rebellious," signify that Khilafat is
a great Divine blessing. Without it there can be no
solidarity, cohesion and unity among Muslims and
therefore they can make no real progress without
it. If Muslims do not show proper appreciation of
Khilafat by giving unstinted support and
obedience to their Khalifas they will forfeit this
great Divine boon and in addition will draw the

displeasure of God upon themselves.

From Birth to the Throne of Khilafat

Hadhrat Mirza Bashiruddin Mahmood Ahmad
was born on Saturday in Qadian on the night of
12th January 1889. At that time, there was only
one daughter alive from our mother. But she passed
away after some time. Thus, he is our eldest brother
among all our brothers and sisters.

On his birth, The Promised Messiah (peace be
upon him) had published an Ishtahar (poster) in
which he recalled his past prophecies and
expressed pleasure on his birth and had written the
Ten Conditions of Baiat in the same poster to
prepare those who wanted to join the Jama’at.
After some time he went to Ludhiana (a town near
Qadian) where he took the first Oath of Allegiance
from his devotees. Thus, the inception of
Jama’atAhmadiyya and the birth of Hadhrat
Musleh Mauod are coincidental and we may say
that both of them are twins.

When he reached the age of reading and writing,
he was admitted in the local school. But during his
student life, he was least interested in book learning
so that his
complained to the Promised Messiah (peace be

so much teachers, sometimes,
upon him) that he takes little interest in education.
Once, his mathematics teacher requested with
concern about his studies. The Promised Messiah
(peace be upon him) said, "Let him read as much as
he takes interest. We are not very much interested

in this sort of knowledge."

Thus with considerable difficulty, he reached up to
Matriculation (High School Examination). As the
examination was given by the Government
Education Department, he flunked and his further
school studies terminated. But this was no chance
incident. It was a grand divine plan as later events
showed that God wanted to be his teacher Himself.
Had the desires of these mundane teachers been

fulfilled and he would have acql_nred Big degrees of

the universities, how could the aspect of divine

education be fulfilled?

Now, we see, the spiritual advancement is quite
separate, but his study of the physical subjects that
are related with religion in some way, is so deep
that if any scholar of this subject, intends to attack
any Islamic teaching, when confronts him, looks a
mere child before him. This proves the truth of
divine prophecy, which says: "He will be filled with
physical and spiritual knowledge."

In the very lifetime of The Promised Messiah
(peace be upon him), while Mirza Mahmood
Ahmad was still in his boyhood years, he was full of
enthusiasm for the service of faith. Therefore, when
the Promised Messiah (Peace be upon him) in final
years of his life, appealed the young men of the
Jama’at that they should come forward for the
service of faith, to prepare them for this task,
Hadhrat Mirza Bashiruddin Mahmood Ahmad
Tash-heezul Azhaan

inaugurated a magazine of this name and recruited

started Anjuman and
young people who started practicing speaking and
writing. It did not take very long that with the
working of this Anjuman and magazine, a grand
service of faith started.

At the death of The Promised Messiah (peace be
upon him) he was only nineteen years and six
months old. Even at that time, it was he who
effectively replied to the objections of the
opponents in detail.

After this, when Hadhrat Maulana Nooruddin
(peace be upon him) became the first Khalifa, he
took him under his special care. He got sufficient
education of the Holy Qur'an from him, and some
books of Hadith, and Tasawwaf. This education

had a special hue of its own. It was the way of



Hadhrat Khalifatul Masih I (peace be upon him),
that he remained quite informal with his students.
They had the liberty to discuss any problem or
issue at the time of study and enhance their
knowledge. But he had restrained Hadhrat Mirza
Bashiruddin from asking any question and had
instructed him that whenever he felt any difficulty,
he should think and ponder himself over the
problem and try to find its solution himself.

It was in 1911 when he laid the foundation of
Anjuman Ansarullah with the permission of
Hadhrat Khalifatul Masih I (peace be upon him),
for the promotion of Tabligh, Tarbiyyat, and
mutual love and friendship. It was mandatory for
its members that everyone must give some time for
the service of faith, and Tabligh and become a
model for others. They should promote mutual
love and affection among themselves. Many
brothers joined this Anjuman and a great
enthusiasm was created among them for Tabligh
and Tarbiyyat.

At the end of September 1912, he traveled for Hajj
and during this journey, he did full justice to the
performance of Tabligh. In the middle of 1913, he
started a paper by the name of Al-Fazl from
Qadian, which contained literary, historical,
Tablighi and Tarbiyyati articles. It became a
popular paper in a very short time not only among
the Ahmadi public, but in others as well. After the
death of Hadhrat Khalifatul Masih I (peace be
upon him), this paper has served as the official
organ of Jama'at Ahmadiyya till today.

During the life time of Hadhrat Khalifatul Masih
I (peace be upon him), he was the President of
Sadr Anjuman Ahmadiyya and honorary In charge
of several other offices among them Langar Khana
and Madrassa Ahmadiyya are more prominent.
Under the instructions of Hadhrat Khalifatul
Masih I (peace be upon him), he visited several
cities in northern India for the purpose of Tabligh
and by the grace of God, his speeches were very
impressive and liked very much.

This is also among his pioneer projects that he
sensed the clandestine flames of corruption, which
escalated after the passing away of Hadhrat
Khalifatul Masih I (peace be upon him). He tried
his level best to douse those flames and in his

efforts he had to pass through a lot of difficult

times. But he least cared for those adversities,
troubles and trials. He tried his best to save the
Jama'at from falling in that pit. That's why the
renegades of Khilafat considered him to be their
prime enemy. He faced their every attack single-
handedly and never wavered in his belief of
Khilafat and resolutely stood on the firm rock of
truth.

Divine will was to be fulfilled, but looking at the
existing conditions, that if there would not have
been the personage of Hadhrat Khalifatul Masih
I (peace be upon him), the Jama’at must have
been facing a terrible Fitna and barring some very
special persons, it would have followed the path of
renegades of Khilafat who are rushing towards the
same pit from which they had been rescued.

This is the favour of Hadhrat Khalifatul Masih I1
(peace be upon him) and its value will not diminish
with the passage of time rather will be increasing
and it will be realized when the bitter end of our
lost brothers will be bared and come before our

coming generations.

Due to his deep knowledge, he had attained the
status even in the days of Hadhrat Khalifatul
Masih I (peace be upon him) that every sincere
person looked at him with feelings of gratitude.
Hadhrat Khalifatul Masih I (peace be upon him),
himself treated him with love and respect and was
very pleased with him. That is why, whenever he
was 1ll, he would nominate him as Imam to lead the
prayer in the mosque. He would often laud his
behaviour of obedience, service and his scholarly
ability and publicly expressed it also on several
occasions. On occasions, he hinted this also that he
will be the next Khalifa after him. He says in one
of his sermons: “Let me relate to you a fine point
worth remembering which I could not suppress
relating. [ saw Hadhrat Khwaja Suleman (rh) (in
a vision) that he deeply loved the Holy Qur’an,
and I love him too. He remained Khalifa for 78
years while he became Khalifa at the age of 22
years. Remember it well that I have related it with
special intention and for your welfare. (Stlsila

Abmadiyya pp 558-540).

The Jama’at of Qadian came to know about the
sad demise of Hadhrat Khalifatul Masih I (peace
be upon him), when Hadhrat Mirza Bashiruddin
Mahmood Ahmad was coming out of the Masjid



Agsa after leading Juma prayer. Everyone rushed
to the house of Hadhrat Nawab Muhammad Ali
Khan where Hadhrat Khalifatul Masih I (ra), had
shifted during his terminal illness just for change.
Thus, the open ground of new settlement of Qadian
became a mourning ground. Doubtless the death of
Hadhrat Khalifatul Masih I (peace be upon him)
was very heavy on everyone's heart, but the other
blow of internal differences among the Jama’at was
eating into the heart of every sincere Ahmadi and
this made the blow all the more horrible.

As stated earlier Hadhrat Khalifatul Masih I (peace
be upon him), passed away at about 2-15 p.m. and
Hadhrat Mirza Bashiruddin Mahmood Ahmad
was elected Khalifa next day after the Asr prayer,
and these twenty-six hours were heaviest on
Jama’at Ahmadiyya Qadian. Many of those who
saw these scenes have passed away and many are
those who were born after this sad incident or they
were so young that they do not remember this
tragedy. But those who remember can never forget
those gloomy hours. I would like to say again that,
that day was like Doomsday for the Jama’at and
there is no exaggeration in it.

The Jama’at was in its infancy, intoxicated with
enthusiasm, and restless with electric vigour to
spread throughout the world, for whom their faith
was everything and least cared for their worldly
affairs. They saw on the one side lay the dead body
of their departed and dear Imam and on the other,
some people ready to wipe off something even
dearer than their departed Imam, i.e. the truth
brought by the Promised Messiah (peace be upon
him) along with his Jama’ at. These were heart-
rending scenes. I, the author of this article, have
seen with my own eyes, not one or two but
hundreds of people crying bitterly like small babies.
I should admit that they had forgotten the sorrow
of their Imam, but they were weeping for unity and
future of their beloved Jama’ at.

There were many who seemed to be deprived of the
natural source of consolation. They wanted to weep
but could not, due to the flood of oncoming worries.
They roamed in the streets hoping to hear a word
or two from someone's lips to console their sinking
hearts. Their worry was not that the renegades
were large in numbers or they were holding the
truth, as they were neither in large numbers nor
they had the truth with them. They worried only
because network of the renegades was spread far

and wide. They practically controlled nearly all the
central departments of the Jama ‘at. Many among
them were highly influential and wealthy too. Most
important thing was that as the struggle for rift was
clandestine till now, no one knew who was on the

side of Musleh Mauod and who was against him.

On the other hand, there was the Jama’at, lying
like a widow without a caregiver and with no
sympathizer. It was like a flock of sheep without a
shepherd and the wolves waiting to pounce upon.
This had created scary and horrible state of affairs.
People had full faith in the divine promises, but
looking at the present condition, hearts were
sinking. There was not much time between the
Zuhr and Asr prayers, but this brief span was hard
to pass. At last Asr time came and people gathered
in Masjid Noor to pray and give solace to their
hearts.

After the prayer, Hadhrat Mirza Bashiruddin
Mahmood Ahmad spoke briefly but it was an
expedient address that moved the hearts. Without
mentioning the differences, he advised the Jama’at
that it was a delicate moment and Jama’at was
facing time of trial and tribulation and we all should
sincerely pray that Allah grants us light at this dark
hour and save us from stumbling and may lead us
to the path that is better and blessed for the
Jama’at. He encouraged the people that those who
could, should fast the next day so that along with
the prayers of tonight, next day should also be
spent in prayers and remembrance of God.

During the address, people were crying and sounds
of their sobs and moaning were heard all over the
mosque. But after hearing his address people felt
some relief and they gradually left for their homes
offering supplications.

Maulvi Muhammad Alj, the leader of the renegades
had got a pamphlet printed before the passing away
of Hadhrat Khalifatul Masih I (peace be upon
him), with the title, "A Very

Announcement" and had its packets also made to

Important

be dispatched by mail to Jama’ats outside Qadian.
This pamphlet was dispatched at night. Now, this
pamphlet was being extensively distributed in
Qadian. Apart from this, thinking that the death of
Hadhrat Khalifatul Masih I (peace be upon him),
was imminent, this pamphlet had already been sent
to distant places even in his lifetime.



This pamphlet said that now Jama’at does not need
Nizam-i-Khilafat and the Organization of Anjuman
will suffice. Just for taking bai’at from non-
Ahmadis and honouring the will of Hadhrat
Khalifatul Masih I, someone may be nominated as
Amir. But Jama’at and Sadr Anjuman Ahmadiyya
will not be duty bound to owe their allegiance to
him. Rather his suzerainty and authority will be
limited, etc. This was a 20-21 page pamphlet and
sufficiently explanatory.

The Jama’at was encouraged that they should not
in any case agree to a Khilafat that may be binding
to the Jama’at. When it was learnt that the
pamphlet had been distributed extensively in
Qadian and had been distributed widely to outside
Jamaats, it caused concern that it may not be a
source of stumbling for ignorant people. At that
time it was not possible to counteract the pamphlet
on a large scale, but a small note was prepared for
the Ahmadis present at Qadian which said that the
system of Khilafat in the Jama’at was absolutely
essential according to Islamic teachings and the
Will of the Promised Messiah (as). As absolute
obedience was mandatory to Hadhrat Khalifatul
Masih I (peace be upon him), so should it be with
the next Khalifa also. It will not at all be proper to
bind Khalifa with certain conditions or limit his
God given authority as well. This note was got
signed by the people, present in Qadian so that it
may be a proof that majority of people present at
Qadian were in favour of continuing the Nizam-I-
Khilafat. In short, many people were in deep pain
and spent the night in prayers.

The next day, some prominent people of both
parties assembled to make a last attempt for some
which  included Maulvi
Muhammad Ali, and some of his members and on
the other side were Hadhrat Mirza Bashiruddin
Mahmood Ahmad, Hadhrat Nawab Muhammad
Ali Khan and some other supporters of Khilafat. In
the meeting, mighty effort was made that the

modus  vivendj,

renegades understand that it was the time to
understand the basic principle and no personalities
should be discussed. The principle of unity should
be given prime importance. This was also stressed
that if the renegades are not bent to terminate the
principle of Khilafat, the supporters of Khilafat
promise on oath that any one whoever will be
elected as Khalifa by the majority vote of Muomins,
they will accept him with heart and soul.

But the renegades taking refuge behind the
arguable issues refused to co-operate about
Khilafat. At last, when they totally refused to accept
the Nizam-i-Khilafat, they were requested to keep
their view with them, but at least should not put
hurdles in the way of those who consider Khilafat
important for them and let them elect their Khalifa
and gather on one hand. This appeal also fell on
deaf ears and the final effort for unity also died.

Thus, on Saturday the 14th March 1914, when all
Ahmadis present in Qadian gathered in Masjid
Noor after Asr prayer, for electing their Khalifa,
these renegades were also present to create hurdles
in the process. This was a gathering of about two
thousand people. First of all, Nawab Muhammad
Ali Khan read out the will of Hadhrat Khalifatul
Masih I (ra), which contained the advice to gather
on one hand. Hearing this, there were calls of
"Hadhrat Mian Sahib, Hadhrat Mian Sahib" from
all around. Hearing this, Hadhrat Maulana
Muhammad Ahsan Amrohi,

companion of the Promised Messiah (peace be

an old veteran

upon him) stood up and addressed the audience.
He stressed the need and importance of Khilafat
and said that all of us should unite on the hand of
Hadhrat Mirza Mahmood Ahmad, as he is the most

suitable for this august office.

At this, everyone was calling for Hadhrat Mirza
Bashiruddin Mahmood Ahmad and the whole
congregation unanimously insisted that they will
gather round his Khilafat only. As told earlier that
Maulvi Muhammad Ali and his cronies were also
present on the occasion, they raised their hands

the of Hadhrat
Muhammad Ahsan Amrohi and wanted to say

during speech Maulana
something. But the people present there, told them
that as they were against the very institution of

Khilafat, they don't want to listen to them.

After this, the people gathered there, turned
towards Hadhrat Mirza Bashiruddin Mahmood
Ahmad in a way that it was a scene that cannot be
forgotten. People were flocking to him for bai’at
from all sides. It seemed that angels were holding
the hearts of the people and bringing them to the
chosen one by Allah. People were falling on each
other. It was feared that children and weaker
people might not get trampled under others' feet.
There were shouts from all around, "Please accept
our bai’at, please accept our bai’at".
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Hesitating a few emotional moments, on the
unanimous insistence of the people present,
Hadhrat Mirza Bashiruddin Mahmood Ahmad
gave his hand and started taking bai'at. It was pin
drop silence and those who were at a distance,
spread their turbans or put their hands on the
shoulders of the person sitting in front of them
making a human chain, and repeated the wording
of bai’at. After the bai’at, Maulvi Muhammad Ali
and his cronies sorrowfully left the Masjid and
returned to their homes.

After the bai’at, Hadhrat Khalifatul Masih 1T led
the people into a long prayer and then he delivered
an emotional speech in which he reminded the
responsibilities of the new covenant and drew their
attention towards them. He said:

"l am a very weak person, but I trust in God that if
He had entrusted me with this grand office, He will
grant me strength also to bear the burden. I shall
pray for you, and you also pray for me.

My brothers! I have faith and complete faith that
Allah is One and no one is His partner. I believe
that Hadhrat Muhammad Mustafa (peace and
blessings of Allah be upon him) is the Messenger
of Allah and is Khataman Nabiyyeen. Again, |
believe that Holy Qur'an is that lovely and holy
book that was revealed to the Holy Prophet (peace
and blessings of Allah be upon him) and that it is
Khatamul Kutab and Khatamul Shariat. Then 1
believe that the Promised Messiah (peace be upon
him) was the prophet whose glad tidings is given
in Muslim and he is the same Imam, whose
prophecy is mentioned in Bukhari. I say again, that
no part of Islamic Shariah can be abrogated.

Think and see and read the history of Islam that the
glory attained in the days of Khulafa started
declining when Khilafat started turning into
monarchy. Allah sent the Promised Messiah (peace
be upon him) after thirteen hundred years on the
pattern of Prophethood. After his death, again the
same chain of Khulafa has started. Hadhrat Maulvi
Nooruddin (peace be upon him) was the first
Khalifa of this Silsila. Therefore, as long this Silsila
exists, Islam will go on making progress materially
and spiritually.

I tell you the truth that I am afraid that I find myself
very weak. I know that I am weak and a sinner too.

How can I claim that I shall bring the world to true
path and be able to spread the truth and veracity.
We are small in number and the enemies of Islam
are in great numbers. But we have big hopes on the
grace and magnanimity of Allah the Almighty. You
have put this burden on my shoulders, therefore
listen that now help me in discharging this heavy
responsibility. For this, seek help and strength from
Allah the Almighty. Obey me in loyalty and
obedience to Allah. I am a human being and a weak
person. Weaknesses will come from me and you
overlook them and I make witness to God Almighty
that I shall overlook and forgive your faults. Yours
and mine united job is to achieve success for this
Silsila.

If you will work sincerely and obediently and
strengthen this covenant, then remember that help
of God will come to us.”

After this bai ‘at and speech, the people felt cool
and calm. Their hearts became cool like the rain in
hot weather, which cools the scorching earth. The
Holy Ghost brought calm from high for these
hearts and the prophecy of the Promised Messiah
as was again fulfilled: “I am a manifestation of the
power of God and after me there will be some
others who will be the second manifestation of the
power of God”.

After this speech and prayer, Hadhrat Khalifatul
Masih II led about 2000 men and several hundred
ladies to Janaza prayer of Hadhrat Khalifatul
Masih I (peace be upon him) in the northern
ground of Talimul Islam High School. After the
prayer, this whole caravan of loyal and sincere
Momins carried the sacred remains of their master
on their shoulders to Bahishti Magbara and laid the
blessed body to eternal rest beside his master, the
Promised Messiah (peace be upon him) offering

countless prayers for him. (Silslah Abmadiyya. pp.
526-5553)
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Those who have not pledged allegiance to the
Khilafat-e-Ahmadiyyah have adopted the position
that there will not be khilafat of an individual after
the Promised Messiah; rather, he has appointed the
Anjuman (Anjuman here refers to the Sadr
Anjuman Ahmadiyyah.) as his khalifah and has
thereby put an end to the khilafat by person. On
the contrary, those who have pledged allegiance to
the Khilafat-e-Ahmadiyyah are established on the
belief that the system of khilafat, which was
established after the Holy Prophet (sallallahu
'alaihi wa sallam) has been re-established after the
Promised Messiah (‘alaihis salam).

Which of these beliefs is correct and which
Community is on the right path? To find the
answer, 1t is necessary that we turn to the writings
of the Promised Messiah (as). Moreover, we should
seek guidance from the sayings of Hadrat
Khalifatul Masih 1(ra) because those now outside
the pledge of khilafat accepted him to be the first
khalifah of the Promised Messiah (as). They
declared that his sayings would be as sacred as
those of the Promised Messiah (as). Finally, the
statements, up to the establishment of the second
khilafat, of those who did not take the pledge also point
towards the right path.

SAYINGS OF THE PROMISED
MESSIAH(as)

In this respect, I will present two types of sayings
from the Promised Messiah (as): (I) sayings of a
general nature in which there are promises of the
establishment of khilafat among the Muslims on a
permanent basis after the Holy Prophet (saw) and
(IT) specific sayings in which it is pointed out
clearly that there would be khilafat after the
Promised Messiah (as).

Sayings of a General Nature
1) In his book Shahddat-ul-Qur'an, the Promised

Messiah (as) writes:

“Some people deny the general application to all
Muslims of the verse: Allah has promised to those
among you who believe and do good works that He
shall surely make them Succes-sors in the earth, as
He made Successors from among those who were

before them... (al-Nur, 24:56)

They contend that "those among you" here means
only the Companions (radi-Allaho 'anhum) and
that khilafat came to an end with them; that it
would not re-appear among the Muslims up to the
Day of Judgment. In other words, the khilafat
appeared only as a dream or fancy for a brief period
of thirty years; after that period and Islam entered
upon an everlasting period of doom”. (Ruhani

Khazain, vol. 6, p. 330)

2) He further states in the same book: “How can I
say that anyone who studies these verses carefully
would not understand that Allah the Most High has
made a promise of everlasting khilafat for the
Ummah? If khilafat was not permanent, then what
was the significance of drawing a parallel with the
khulafa' of the Mosaic dispensation?

If the righteous khilafat was to be limited to thirty
years and thereafter that period was to be closed
forever, then it follows that Allah the Most High
had not ordained that the doors of good fortune

remain open for the followers of the Holy Prophet".
(1bi0d., p. 555)

In these writings, the Promised Messiah (as) is
correcting the point of view of those who believed
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that the khilafat was confined to the Companions
and it closed thereafter. In these writings he made
it very clear that the promise contained in the
quoted verse is the promise of an everlasting bliss.

3) The basic reason for the establishment of khilafat
also requires that we believe in the general
application of the quoted verse. In the same book,
Shahddat-ul-Qur'an, the Promised Messiah (as)
writes: “Since no one can live forever, Allah the
Exalted ordained that the Anbiya', who are the
most honourable and the best people of the earth,
continue their existence upon the earth by way of
reflection. For this purpose, God instituted khilafat
so that the world should at no time be deprived of
the blessings of the Nubuwwat. He who limits it to
thirty years, foolishly overlooks the true purpose of
a khalifah, and does not realise that God did not
design that the blessings of khilafat to be limited to
thirty years after the death of the Holy Prophet
(peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) and
that, thereafter the world may go to ruin.... (760, p.
357.359)

Specific Sayings

After these statements of general applicability, I will
now offer statements which prove beyond a
shadow of doubt that the chain of khilafat was
destined to remain unbroken after the Promised
Messiah (as) and that this khilafat would be
personal and would be patterned after the righteous
khulafa' who followed the Holy Prophetsa.

1) In Hamamat-ul-Bushra, the Promised Messiah
(as) has narrated a hadith of the Holy Prophetsaw
and has written: Then the Promised Messiah or one
of his khulafa' would travel towards Damascus.

(Rubani Khazain, vol. 7, p. 225)

By quoting this the Promised Messiah (as) has
made two very clear statements in favour of
khilafat. One, that the Holy Prophet (saw) has
promised that the Promised Messiah (as) would be
followed by khulafa', one of whom would travel to
Damascus; second, he accepted the applicability of
this hadith to himself and thus— fifteen years
before his demise —he declared that he would be
followed by several khulafa', one of whom would
travel to Damascus.

2) Shortly before his demise, the Promised Messiah
(as) wrote Al-Wasiyyat. In it he writes:

“He lets them sow the seed of it [the truth], but He
does not let it come to full fruition at their hands.
Rather He causes them to die at such time as
apparently forebodes a kind of failure and thereby
provides an opportunity for the opponents to laugh
at, ridicule, taunt, and reproach the Prophets (as).
And after they have had their fill of ridicule and
reproach, He reveals yet another dimension of his
Might and creates such means by which the
objectives which had to some extent remained
incomplete are fully realized.

Thus, He manifests two kinds of Powers. (1) First
He shows the Hand of His Power at the hands of
His Prophets (as) themselves. (2) Second when
with the death of a Prophet, difficulties and
problems arise and the enemy feels stronger and
thinks that things are in disarray and is convinced
that now this Jama'at will become extinct and even
members of the Jama'at, too, are in quandary and
their backs are broken, and some of the unfortunate
ones choose paths that lead to apostasy, then it is
that God for the second time shows His Mighty
Power and supports and takes care of the shaken
Jama'at. Thus one who remains steadfast till the
end witnesses this miracle of God. This is what
happened at the time of Hadrat Abu Bakr Siddiq
(ra), when the demise of the Holy Prophet was
considered untimely and many an ignorant
Bedouins turned apostate. The companions of the
Holy Prophet (saw), too, stricken with grief,
became like those who lose their senses. Then Allah
raised Abu Bakr Siddiq and showed for the second
time the manifestation of His Power and saved
Islam, just when it was about to fall, and fulfilled
the promise which was spelled out in the verse: that
is, after the fear we shall firmly re-establish them...
(Al-Wasiyyat, Rubanl Khaza'in, vol. 20, p. 504-505)

Then the Promised Messiah (as) continues: “So
dear friends! since it is the Sunnatulldh [way of
God], from times immemorial, that God Almighty
shows two Manifestations so that two false joys of
the opponents be put to an end, it is not possible
now that God should relinquish His Sunnah of
past. So do not grieve over what I have said to you;
and nor your hearts should be distressed. For it is

the

Manifestation also, and its Coming is better for you

essential for you to witness second

because it is everlasting, the continuity of which
will not end till the Day of Judgement. And that

second Manifestation cannot come unless I depart.




But when I depart, God will send that second
Manifestation for you which shall always stay with
you as promised by God in Brahin-e-Ahmadiyya.

(Ibid.)

Many conclusions flow from this writing of the

Promised Messiah (as).

FIRST: The second manifestation refers to the
khulafa', because the Promised Messiah (as)
writes, "Then Almighty Allah raised Hadrat Abu
Bakr (ra) to show His second manifestation." By
giving the example of Hadrat Abu Bakr(ra), the
Promised Messiah(as) makes it clear that the
second manifestation means khilafat.

SECOND: The Promised Messiah (as) does not
limit the application of Ayat-e-Istikhldf in the Holy
Qur'an to those appointed directly by God; rather
he gives it a general application and regards it as
the type of khilafat which was bestowed upon
Hadrat Abu Bakr (ra). Thus, the chain of
khulafa' —which started with Hadrat Abu Bakr

(ra) —is a manifestation of the promise made by

Allah the Most High in that verse.

THIRD: It can also be concluded that it is destined
that the believers will face trials and tribulations after
the demise of the Prophets. These trials have been
warded off through the khulafa. This ancient
tradition must also be fulfilled in the Ahmadiyyah
Muslim Jama'at. As the Promised Messiah (as)
writes, "It is not possible that Allah the Most High
should change His eternal way." That is: the Jama'at
was destined to face a severe tribulation after the
demise of the Promised Messiah (as). A condition of
fear would arise but it would be turned into a
peaceful situation in accordance with the eternal way
of God. The fact is that the Jama'at faced many a
trial and Allah the Most High protected the Jama'at
through the khulafa". Thus, the eternal way of God
was fulfilled.

FOURTH: These writings also show that the

would  be
continuation. Up to the Day of Judgment, khulafa'

second manifestation granted
will continue to appear in the Ahmadiyyah Muslim
Jama'at. The organisation of the Jama'at will
continue to gain strength upon strength and it will
become so firmly established that the khilafat will
continue up to the Day of Judgment as the
Promised Messiah (as) writes, "It is eternal and its

chain will not be broken up to the Day of
Judgment."

FIFTH: The second manifestation would appear
after the demise of the Promised Messiah (as). The
second manifestation would come after he is gone,
as he writes, "That second manifestation cannot
come until I go."

The Anjuman had been established during the
lifetime of the Promised Messiah (as), but the
Promised Messiah (as) writes about the second
manifestation that it "cannot come until I go." As It
has been stated earlier, the second manifestation
refers to khilafat. The question of successors does
not arise as long as the principal is present and
therefore the Promised Messiah (as) writes that,
"The second manifestation cannot come until I go."
In other words, the system of khilafat would be
established after his demise as it was established

after the Holy Prophet (sa).

All these conclusions, which flow from the writings
in Al-Wasiyyat, show that the system of khilafat
would be established forever after the Promised
Messiah (as) and it would always be khilafat in the
form of a person.

3) In prophecy of the Musleh Maud, the Promised

Messiah (as) writes:

“The second way of sending mercy is to send
Messengers and Prophets, divinely inspired
scholars, Auliya', and khulafa', so that people may
be guided to the right path through their
leadership and guidance and should attain
salvation by following their way. So, Allah the
Most High decreed that the progeny of this
humble one may manifest both these forms.

(Footnote, Rubani Khazain, vol. 2, p. 462)

This writing also shows that the system of khilafat
would be established in the Community of the

Promised Messiah (as) and some of the khulafa'
would be from his progeny.

4) One and a half months before his demise, the
Promised Messiah (as) made a speech in Lahore
in which he said: “The Sufis have said that the
person who is to be the khalifah after a sheikh or a
Rasul or a Nabl is the first one who is inspired by
God to accept the truth. The death of a Rasul is a

severe earthquake and is a time of great danger. But
Almighty Allah provides reassurance through a
khalifah, and that khalifah revives and strengthens
afresh the purpose of the advent of the deceased.
Why did the Holy Prophet (as) not appoint his
khalifah to succeed him? It was because he knew
very well that Almighty Allah would Himself
appoint a khalifah.

The Promised Messiah (as) continued: “In one
revelation Allah the Most High has addressed me
as sheikh, "You are the sheikh, the Messiah, whose
time will not be wasted." (al-Hakm, April 14, 1905)
This also proves that there would be khulafa' after
the Promised Messiah (as).

5) In Paigham-e-Sulh the Promised Messiah (as)
writes: “Those who are outside my Community are
all disunited in their ways and thoughts. They do
not follow a leader whose obedience is incumbent
upon them. (Ruhani Khaza'in, vol. 23, p. 455) It is
obvious that the leader, whose obedience is
incumbent upon everyone after the Nabi, is a
khalifah. It was therefore essential that the
system of khilafat be established in the Jama'at so
that it may not revert to a scattered condition in
nature and thoughts.

6) Similarly, in Paigham-e-Sulh the Promised

Messiah (as)
pledge of peace and in relation to the breach of that

wrote inviting the Hindus to a

pledge: "They would pay a substantial penalty, not
less than 300,000 rupees, to the leader of the
Ahmadiyyah Jama'at. (Ibid.)

This also shows that it is essential that a leader and
an Imam, whose obedience is incumbent upon all
members, must always be present 1n the Jama'at;
otherwise the pledge would be meaningless.

These sayings of the Promised Messiah (as) clearly
prove that the system of khilafat is destined to
continue after the Promised Messiah (as) and it
would be the righteous khilafat in the form of
individuals. Parliaments or societies have never
been established as khulafa' nor would they be in
future.

SAYINGS OF HADRAT KHALIFATUL
MASIHI (ra)

Hadrat Maulana Hakim Nur-ud-Din (ra) was
appointed to the office of khilafat on May 27, 1908.
From then up to the time of his demise, he explained
the importance of khilafat, and adherence to it, in

several Of hlS speeches and sermons.

On the demise of the Promised Messiah (as), he
was approached by many leaders of the Jama'at to
take the leadership and accept the pledge of
allegiance. These included Khwaja Kamal-ud-Dln,
Maulavl Muhammad Ali and many of their friends.
The response which he gave them is worthy of note:

1) If you insist upon making the covenant with me
then bear in mind that bai'at means to be sold. On
one occasion Hadrat Sahib [the Promised Messiah
(as)] indicated to me that I should put the thought
of my home out of my mind. Thereafter, my entire
honour and all thinking became attached to him
and I have never thought of my home. Thus, bai'at
is a difficult matter. A person who makes a bai'at
gives up all his freedom and high flights...
Concluding the speech he said, "Remember all
goodness proceeds from unity. A Jama'at which

has no leader is dead." (BadarJune2, 1908)

2) After assuming the office of khilafat he said:
“Now I am your khalifah. If anyone should say that
the name Nur-ud-Din is not mentioned in Al-
Wasiyyat by Hadrat Sahib [The Promised Messiah
(as)], I would counter: Nor are the names of Adam
(as) and Abu Bakr (ra) mentioned in earlier
prophecies. The whole Jama'at has accepted me as
khalifah by consensus. Anyone who goes against
that consensus puts himself in opposition to God.
Then listen with attention that if you act contrary to
your covenant, your hearts will be filled with

hypocrisy. (Badr, June 2, 1908)

3) Then again, he said: “I remind you again that the
Holy Qur'an sets forth clearly that it is Allah Who
appoints khulafa. Remember Adam (as) was made
khalifa by God, Who said: ...I am about to appoint
a vicegerent [khalifah] on earth... (al-
Baqgarah,2:31) What good did the angels achieve
by raising an objection to it? You can find it from
the Holy Qur'an and see that they had to prostrate
on account of Adam. If someone objects to my
khilafat, even if he be an angel, I would respond: It
is better for you to submit to the khilafat of Adam
(as). If he becomes Iblis [Satan] by acting with
disobedience and pride, he should ponder: what
benefit did Iblis derive from his opposition? 1
repeat: if anyone objects to my khilafat, and such
an objector is an angel, he will be brought by his
right nature to submit to Adam. (Badas, July 4, 1912)




4) Continuing the same speech, he said: “Khilafat is
no light affair. You can derive no benefit by
agitating this question. No one will make any of you
khalifah nor could be one in my lifetime. When I
die it will be only that one concerning whom God
so wills who will become khalifah
have made a covenant with me. You should not
raise the question of khalifah. God has made me
khalifah and now I cannot be set aside by any of
you, nor has anyone the power to set me aside. If
some of you persist in your attitude then remember

that I have with me those who like "Khalid bin
Walld" will chastise you as rebels. (‘Badas; July4, 1912)

5) At another occasion, he said: “I declare in the
name of Allah that Allah has appointed me as
khalifah, just as He appointed Adam (as), Abu
Bakr (ra) and 'Umar (ra) as khulafa'. (Ibid.)

6) Another of his admonitions is:

If I have been made khalifah, this is God's doing in
accordance with His design. It is true that He has
made me khalifah for your good. No power can set
aside a khallfah appointed by God. No one of you
has the power or strength to set me aside. If God
Almighty wills to set me aside He will cause me to
die. You must commit this matter to God.... The

person who says that he has made me khalifah
utters a falsehood. (Al-Hakm, January 21, 1914)

7) Again, he has said:

If anyone says that the Anjuman has made me
khalifah, he utters a falsehood. Such thinking is
destructive and should be eschewed. Listen once
more that no man or Anjuman has made me
khallfah, nor do I consider any Anjuman capable
of appointing a khallfah. Thus no Anjuman has
made me khallfah, nor do I attach any value to the
action of any Anjuman in that context. Should the
Anjuman leave me I would not pay any attention to
its action. No one has the power to deprive me of

the robe of the khildfat. (Bads July 4, 1912)

8) There is another significant statement of
Hadrat Khallfatul Maslhl (ra) in explaining the
pledge of allegiance to khilafat and remaining
faithful to khilafat.

A person wrote to Hadrat Khallfatul Masihl (ra):
Is it obligatory to take a pledge with you? He said:
“Whatever is commanded for the original pledge,
does apply equally to the branch. The Companions
of the Holy Prophet (sa) deemed it obligatory to

take the pledge at the hand of the khallfah before
burying the body of the Holy Prophetn (sa).
(Badr, March 5, 1911, p. 9)

This makes it clear that taking the pledge with
every khallfah is
statements make it clear that Allah appoints
whomsoever He wills as khallfah. After the
Promised Messiah (as), Allah will appoint whom

He wills. The obedience to all the khulafa' will be
obligatory just as the obedience of the righteous

obligatory. The previous

khulafa' was obligatory after the demise of the Holy
Prophet (sa). Hadrat Khallfatul Masihl (ra)
considered himself to be the righteous khallfah just
like Hadrat Abu Bakr (ra), Hadrat 'Umar (ra) and
other khulafa'.

9) Another one of his statements is worthy of note:
“A point I wish to make is worth remembering.
Despite deliberate attempts, I cannot resist saying
so. | have noticed that Hadrat Khwaja Suleiman
(mercy of Allah be upon him) was utterly devoted
to the Holy Qur'an. I love him dearly. He served as
khallfah for seventy-eight years and he was
appointed when he was twenty-two. Remember
this matter; I have stated it for a special reason and

purely for your benefit. (Bads, July 27, 1910)

10) In 1911 when he fell ill, he wrote a testament
and handed it over to one of his pupils. He wrote:
“Khalifah: Mahmood” Upon recovery he tore this
paper up, which had been sealed.

11) On March 4, 1914, Hadrat Khallfatul Masihl
(ra) felt very weak. He asked for a pen and ink and
wrote the foﬂowing testament for his successor: “My
successor should be righteous, popular, learned and
of good conduct. He should exercise forbearance
towards the old and new friends of the Promised
Messiah (as). I have been the well-wisher of all of
them so should he be. The public teachings of the
Holy Qur'an and Hadith should be continued.
Greetings of peace. (Al-Hakam. March 7, 1914, p. 5)

He wrote this testament in his last illness and asked
Maulavi Muhammad Ali to read it three times and
asked him to confirm it. The will that he left behind
relating to his successor also clearly demonstrates
that Hadrat Khallfatul Masihl (ra) believed in
khilafat by an individual and believed that this is
the only way that the traditions set by the righteous
khulafa' can be preserved; he admonished that the
same be adopted after his demise.
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OBITUARY

Members of the UK Jama'at were deeply
saddened to learn of the sad demise of Mian
Manawar Ali Sahib of Luton who passed away on
13 June 2016 - Innna Lillahe Wa Inna Alayhe
Rajaioon — to Allah we belong and to Allah is

surely our return.

Mian Sahib was a very active member of the
Jama’at. He was blessed to have been born in a
devout Ahmadi family on 09 July 1936 in Qadian,
India. Mian Sahib was the son of Mian Akbar Ali
Sahib and the grandson of Mian Muhammad Ali

Mian Muhammad Ali Sahib (may Allah be
pleased with him) was an Imam of a mosque in
Ambalah, India. When he heard the claims of the
Promised Messiah (peace be upon him) he
travelled to Qadian to pledge his allegiance. When
the Promised Messiah (peace be upon him) asked
him to contemplate further, he pleaded that were
he to return back to Ambalah and pass away in the
meantime, he would have departed this world
without be counted among those who believed in
the Imam of the age. The Promised Messiah
(peace be upon him) was evidently impressed with
his response and took his bai’at immediately.

Mian Manawar Ali Sahib did indeed inherit the
same kind of devotion to the Jama’at as his
illustrious grandfather, Mian Muhammad Ali
Sahib (may Allah be pleased with him). Mian
Sahib was totally dedicated to its cause and
worked tirelessly in its service. He was the first
President of the Luton Jama’at, a position he
served for 21 years, the longest in Luton’s history.

every individual, including hospital
cause. His exploits were even reported in the local
newspaper where he was described as the ‘Bionic
Man’ due to his passion in collecting funds despite

his age. Majlis Ansarullah called him a ‘Champion’

in fund raising.

He certainly was a remarkable individual and one
who will be sorely missed by the Jama’at. Mian
Sahib’s personality certainly embodies those
whose purpose in life is to serve mankind by
making no distinction in colour, creed or religion.
He leaves behind his widow Mrs Mahmooda
Begum Alj; two sons (Mian Safdar Ali, Secretary
Sami Basri, UK), Imran Ali (Naib Secretary Sami
Basri, UK); two daughters, 13 grandchildren, one
of whom is Qaid Luton and 2 great grandchildren.

We pray that Allah blesses Mian Sahib with a lofty

station in paradise and enables those he has left
behind the strength to bear their loss.
